
Proposition de corrigé : Q1 sujet Mines-Ponts 2025 (tuition fees) 

British universities are facing such financial difficulties that raising tuition fees / a rise in 
tuition fees seems necessary/ inevitable. Indeed, the number of international students 
(who pay higher fees) is declining, while [at the same time] inflation has eroded the 
value of fees.  

Moreover, increasing fees makes sense: since the more educated get the higher 
salaries, their paying for their education is fair. And with their more favourable loans, 
even the underprivileged students, are not deterred from paying higher fees / from going 
to university.  / 

 OR: Moreover, poorer students are not discouraged from going to university and, since 
graduates earn significantly more than non-graduates and repay loans only once they 
reach a certain income, it seems fair that they should contribute to the cost of [higher] 
education.  

The alternatives being unsatisfactory, raising fees would / can provide sustainable 
funding.
